A woman leader with a vision for a Tasmanian issue
Festival of Dreams Inc. the only Tasmanian based youth organisation that offers youth leadership programs was started by Celia Bray, who moved to Tasmania from Victoria in 2002 at the age of 30. Having worked as a psychologist in Victoria supporting young adults with psychiatric illnesses, Celia changed focus and started setting up programs working in schools helping young people decide what they wanted to do when they left school and how to achieve their goals.  She discovered that many of the young people in Tasmania did not consider Tasmania a place with many opportunities and wanted to do something about this so she consulted with youth workers and set up two project teams to create a state wide forum where young people from all over Tasmania could discuss their dreams for their communities. 
The 2004 Festival of Dreams process which culminated allowed young Tasmanians with the help of mentors to turn their ideas into clear project plans that they could implement after the forum. The process was such a success, that the organisers decided to make the opportunity sustainable by incorporating it as a not-for-profit organisation, applying for  funding and consequently ran three other state-wide forums including a youth leadership training and mentoring programs.

Celia Bray was one of the Short-listed winners of the CLW Leadership Achievement Awards for Women in 2007.
